Food from around the world

We eat a lot of different kinds of food today. Before the 16th century, people in Europe didn't have a lot
of the things that we can eat and drink every day.

At the end of the 15th century, people from Europe started to travel to other parts of the world. They
went to America, Africa and Asia.

Sometimes a book can help change history. One book that certainly did was “Uncle Torn’s Cabin”, written
by Harriet Beecher Stowe. (I) At the time Harriet Beecher Stowe wrote her novel, there were over 3.5
million slaves in the United States. Slaves were usually in the cotton-growing states of the South. The
Northern states had abolished slavery. (2) They were willing to let slavery' continue in the South. Stowe
was determined to make people understand that slavery was evil. (3) She told the story of characters like
Tom, a courageous old slave, Simon Legree, a cruel man who buys Tom, and Eliza, who makes a
dangerous escape to freedom. “Uncle Tom’s Cabin” was published in 1852. (4) People reacted strongly to
the novel. In the North many people were finally convinced that slavery must be ended. In the South many
people were very angry. (5) By 1861 the two sections of the country were at war. The Civil War, which
lasted until 1865, finally brought an end to slavery. Of course, the Civil War had many different causes. (6)
Stowe met President Lincoln in 1862. As Lincoln took her hand, he said, “So you’re the little woman who
started the big war.”

1. Stepan Pisakhov was the famous fairytale
writer of the North. He was born in
Arkhangelsk in 1879. When he was young, he
trav-elled around the world, but came back to
his birth town because he could not live
without the north and winters without snow.
He was also a painter, an ethnographer and a
folklorist. Most of Pisakhov's fairy tales are
written on behalf of Senya Malina who
symbolizes courage, wit and cunning of the
Pomor people.

3. Liudmila Tumanova was born in Kurgan
just after the Great Patri-otic War. She was a
poetess, a songwriter and a singer. She wrote
about nature, her native town and friends. She
published a few records that were very
popular in the Soviet Union. In 1972, she
joined the Union of Journalists and in 2002,
she became a member of the Writers Union.
Liudmila Tumanova died in 2018 in Kurgan
after an extended illness.

Irek was only 17 when
he got into a car accident and lost both legs.
With the help of the family and doctors, he
did not give up and decided to try himself in
sport. As a result, he won four gold medals at
the 2010 Paralympics in Vancouver and made
Russia and Bashkorto-stan famous all over the
world.

The Mystery of Agatha Christie

Agatha Christie is one of the world’s best known and best-loved authors. Her famous
detectives, Hercule Poirot and Miss Marple, and her brilliantly constructed novels have caught the
imagination of generations of readers. Though she lived to an old age and wrote many books, she
didn’t reveal much about her personal life.

In December 1926, an incident happened which could be a detective story in itself. At the
height of her success with her first novel, she suddenly disappeared for ten days. At that time she
was distressed because her husband was having an affair with another woman and wanted a
divorce. She was sleeping badly, she couldn’t write and she was eating very little.

On Friday, 3rd of December, Agatha told her secretary Charlotte that she wanted a day
alone. When Charlotte returned in the evening, she fund that the garage doors were open and the
maids looked frightened. According to them, Mrs Christie had got into her car at about eleven in
the evening and driven off quickly without saying anything to anybody.

Charlotte waited anxiously all night but Agatha didn’t return. Early the next morning the
police found Agatha’s empty car with its lights on. There was no trace of Agatha.

A nation-wide hunt for the missing novelist began. The police were suspicious. Did the
servants know anything else? Was Agatha’s husband hiding anything? Newspapers printed wild
stories about her disappearance — that she had committed suicide, that she had been kidnapped,
that she had run away with her secret lover. Some even suggested that she had planned the whole
thing as a publicity stunt.

The mystery ended ten days later when Agatha was found alive and well in Harrogate, a
health spa in Yorkshire.
