Annotation Some presentation techniques which are used in the process of teaching English are described in this article. Communicative Language Teaching (CLT) is accepted by the author as one of the most effective ways of teaching languages.

Imagine, you are in the big city. There are a lot of houses, hundreds of people rushing somewhere, dozens of cars on the road and you… You can hear people, speaking about different things, songs and voices around. But you don’t understand anything. Exactly at this moment you understand that learning foreign languages is one of the most demanded requirements nowadays. This problem leads to another one: teaching language. There are a lot of techniques, methods and introductory activities that are used  to help students learn the languages. 

What are presentation techniques? Presentation techniques are the ways used by the teacher to focus learners’ attention on the meaning, use and sometimes form new language, when introducing it to them for the firs time. All these techniques have common and different ways of presenting new language. Let’s look at some of them and their most typical characteristics. 

Presentation, Practice and Production (PPP). Language is learnt by first seeing new language in a context which shows its meaning, practicing it in controlled and guided conditions [84,1].  Lessons move from the presentation stage to the practice stage and then to the production stage.

Lexical approach. Language is learnt by learning chunks as a whole and complete units [84,1].  Vocabulary is the most important aspect of language.

Grammar-translation. Language is learnt by analyzing and applying grammatical rules [85,1]. Students study grammatical rules presented through grammatical terms, then applying them in exercises. Grammar is more important than lexis.

Content based learning. Language is learnt best if presented to learners through interesting topics whish help them increase their knowledge of the world [86,1].
Communicative approaches. Communication is the most important aspect of language. The best way to learn language is to use it in interaction [85,1]. This is the one I think is the most demanded nowadays. The language should be a tool which can be used by people to understand each other. Our students should learn to communicate. They should be able to express their thoughts, wishes, needs. 

The origins of Communicative Language Teaching (CLT) are to be found in the changes in the British language teaching tradition dating late 1960s. Just as the linguistics theory underlying audio-Lingualism was rejected in the united state in the mid-1960s, British applied linguists began to call into question the theoretical assumptions underlying Situational Language Teaching. According to Johnson & Johnson in Richards & Rodgers, there are five core characteristics that underlie current applications of communicative methodology. They are:

1.  Appropriateness: Language used reflects the situations of its used and must be appropriate to that situation depending on the setting, the roles of participants, and purpose of the communication.

2. Message focus: Learners need to be able to create and understand messages, that is, real meanings. Hence the focus on information sharing and information transfer in CLT activities.

3. Psycholinguistic processing: CLT activities seek to engage learners in the use of cognitive and other processes that are important factors in second language acquisition.

4. Risk taking: Learners are encouraged to make guesses and learn from their errors. By going beyond what they have been taught, they are encouraged to employ a variety of communication strategies.

5. Free practice: CLT encourages the use of “holistic practice” involving the simultaneous use of a variety of sub-skills, rather than practicing individual skills one piece at a time. [173,2]
Classroom activities used in CLT are example activities, role play, interviews, information gap, games, language exchanges, surveys, pair work, learning by teaching. I think that all these activities motivate students to speak. Students become active users of the language. They are not afraid of speaking as fluency becomes more important than the accuracy. As for me, for the communicative purposes  CLT is more appropriate than other methods as it helps students to be involved in language learning practice.  
It is difficult to answer the question which approach is the best. In fact it is impossible to say that one approach is better than the other. In depends on many factors. But it is very important for learners to able to use the language they learn. Otherwise, what is the purpose of language learning?
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
