In 1895 Rutherford won a prize which took him to Cambridge University. At the Cavendish laboratory his
ability was recognized at once. His earliest research was a detector for eleclromagnetic waves, its essential
feature being a small magnetizing coil containing magnetized iron wire.

We know television to be widely used both in everyday life and in industry, in scientific
work, etc. The photoelectric cell is a special kind of electronic tube in which light will
cause an electricurrent to flow.

In 1895 Rutherford won a prize which took him to Cambridge University. At the Cavendish
laboratory his ability was recognized at once. His earliest research was a detector for
eleclromagnetic waves, its essential feature being a small magnetizing coil containing
magnetized iron wire. Rutherford's second work dealt with ionization produced by X-rays.
Later Rutherford continued his work at Cambridge on the radiation from radium and
reported in 1899 of his work.
