Use Chromebooks for educational purposes only.

It is forbidden to use smartphones, smart watches, headphones.

Ensure that the class is ready for the lesson (clean classroom, no debris on the
floor, a clean board and order on the desks).

Drink water and visit the toilet room at break time.

Use uniform hand signs when you need to move around the class.

In the classroom, you can not do things that are not related to the educational
process and the tasks of the teacher.



= It is forbidden to make noise, talk loudly, eat, chew gum, walk around the
classroom without the permission of the teacher, and also disturb other students
and the teacher in any other way.

> Keep the cloakroom tidy. Shoes for outside and inside should be stored in

designated places

=> Changing rooms for girls and boys should only be used for changing clothes, not
for eating, playing or spending free time.
Students are responsible for keeping the changing rooms clean and tidy
To use the bathroom that is appropriate for your age and gender.
The toilet is a place of personal hygiene, while in the toilet you should keep it
clean and tidy, carefully use toilet paper and paper towels. It is forbidden to use
the toilet room for games and free time.

7. The system of school encouragement and admonition.

Elementary school encouragements:

-> For active work and achievements in the lesson, the student receives daily
incentive points - “points” in the ClassDojo program.

~» For the constant improvement of knowledge of English vocabulary, a student is
selected weekly from each class, receiving the title of VOCABULARY STAR.

= For special diligence, activity, conscientiousness and educational results, the
student can receive the title of STAR OF THE WEEK.

Secondary and high school ancouragements:

- For academic achievement, hard work, discipline and active participation in the life
of the school, the student may receive a grant for a discount on tuition fees
(governed by the Regulations on Grants).

Admonitions at school have a step system:
—> For the first violation of this code of conduct (behaviour rules and not preparing the
home task) the student gets a verbal notice with the explanation of the rules.
= For the second (or first but severe) violation - the student writes an explanation of
his act, has a conversation with a member of the school leadership team, the
teacher gives a negative point on ClassDojo (explaining the reason to parents).



= For the third violation (or first, but causing some severe consequence to other
students) a parent is called to discuss the situation with a member of the school
leadership team.

- With the fourth violation (or first, but entailing serious consequences for other
children}) - removing the child from school for 3-5 days, warning parents about a
possible decision to expel.

=» If there are no improvements in the student's behaviour after the previous 4
stages/steps the CEQO may decide to dismiss the student from school.
